STEPS TO FOLLOW WHEN ABSENT

Upon return to school the student must provide written documentation of their absence from a
parent/guardian or doctor. The initial EMAIL is sufficient unless it is a doctor note. Attendance
will be documented in Infinite Campus.

MAXIMUM 7 EXCUSED NOTES FROM PARENTS/GUARDIANS

Students are allowed 7 EXCUSED total absence notes PER YEAR from a parent. The 8th and any
subsequent EVENTS (partial day, half day, or whole day) during the same school year shall be
considered unexcused, unless the school receives a doctor’s note within 48 hours of the
